Soon all homeowners will receive a survey designed by our newly estab-
lished Long Range Planning subcommittee of our Budget & Finance Com-
mittee. Please respond to each question and make any written com-
ments as they will be reviewed to help us determine the future direction

of our community. We also want your thoughts on specific items that

may be purchased for the Aspen Lodge.

The majority of our owners have indicated they prefer to receive official
association correspondence (for example: documents, notices, an-
nouncements) on their home computer rather than via printed hard-
copy. The governor of the State of Nevada has signed modifications to
State Law that now clearly allow homeowner associations to use elec-
tronic means to get information to their residents (homeowners).  Sierra Canyon will have an "opt-in"
form for owners to indicate their willingness to receive association correspondence, both business and
social notifications, electronically. Violation letters will still be sent via US Mail.

Those owners who prefer to receive association correspondence in hardcopy via US Mail will still be
able to do so and there will be some hardcopies available to be picked up at the Lodge.

Once the number of owners opting -in has been determined, the number of hardcopies needed will be
reduced and save the association duplicating and mailing costs. As part of our opt -in form, you will be
able to indicate whether or not you want personal information to appear in our online (website) Resi-
dent Directory. Protection of private information is always a concern.  We recognize that and do not
provide the Directory in hardcopy.

Somersett already has an opt-in form you can sign to receive master association mailings electronically.
You can sign it at the RMI office at The Club at Town Center.

We have started stuffing envelopes for US postal mailing of association documents ourselves. We use a
group of resident volunteers that includes Glenda Powell, a current board member and 2012 candidate.
We have saved a lot of money with this method rather than hiring Associated Management (AMI) to
handle our mailings. Now with electronic mailing our Association will save even more time and money.

From the twang of early country music to the mod-
ern country that has crossed over to the rock and
pop music charts, country and western music is
filled with heartbreak and haunting lyrics. Steve
Quadro put it in a nutshell. If you have a truck, a
bottle of whiskey, a broken heart, a dog, and you
could sing about it, you have a hit record. Later in
the show Preston added prison, trains and drunken-
ness as being common themes in country and western song lyrics. He went on to say
that the one common thread woven into the lyrics of country music is lost loves. Oh,
but don't we still love country music!

Steve warmed up the audience with his humorous and informative
introduction to country music. Who knew that Minnie Pearl's given
name was Sarah Colley? Her given name may not be common knowl-
edge, but the audience knew and voiced how she opened her act
each time €& "Howdy, |l " m just so plroud
introduction with three songs. Even though Steve's genre is rock mu-
sic his country renditions of "Peaceful Easy Feelin", "Folsom Prison
Blues" and "Okie From Muskogee" were entertaining and sounded au-
thentic country and western. We all had fun joining in on the chorus
from "Okie"! Go to youtube.com to see Steve's performance.

During the brief break between artists, Donald Moore was well re-
ceived with his smooth voice letting us know "Sierra Canyon's Upcom-
ing Events". Donald was also the show's technical expertise as the

sound man.

Preston opened his show with "Mamas Don't Let Your Babies Grow up
To Be Cowboys" recorded by Waylon Jennings and Willie Nelson in
1978. If you never saw Willie and Waylon perform this hit song, go to
youtube.com. You are in for a treat. You can also view Preston per-
forming his rendition of "Mamas". If you missed the show, don't miss
this!

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Preston performed a total of 13 songs. With each tune he enlight-
ened us with many little known facts about the songs and the re-
cording artists. "For The Good Times" was recorded by Ray Price. Ray
was a decorated WWII hero. In his early days George Strait, who re-
corded "All My Ex's Live in Texas", was a rodeo performer. Go to you-
tube.com to watch Preston perform this tune. "Make The World Go
Away", recorded by Eddie Arnold in 1961, may be the most "danced
to" song of all times. Even 50 years later it is played in dance halls
all over the nation. The song "Take These Chains From My Heart",
recorded by Hank Williams, was released after his death in 1953.
Hank died young and often received harsh criticism about his drug
and alcohol use. A little known and sad fact is that he was born with spina -bifida. He used
drugs and alcohol to combat the pain.

Every song in Preston's show stayed true to the common
themes of country and western music. A tune written and
recorded by Travis Tritt in 1991 brought laughter into the
room (Here's A Quarter) "Call Someone Who Cares". To hear
Preston sing this hit go to youtube.com.

One song was so sad it brought tears to my eyes and, I'll bet,

to many others. This song is so sad that Preston gave those

prone to tears a chance to leave the room. "He Stopped Lov-

ing Her Today" recorded by George Jones in 1980, as heart-breaking as it is, the song re-
mains the most played country and western song in history.

Preston's last song was "You Don't Have To Call Me By Name" (Darlin) recorded by David
Allan Coe in 1975. David Allan Coe is noted for his non-politically correct lyrics as in "Take
This Job and Shove It" which was a hit for Johnny Paycheck. Preston explains that he
chose this off-beat song to close the show because in it Coe "sets forth the formula for the
perfect country song". There were technical difficulties with this song so Preston, being

the true showman he is, sang it a cappella. We all loved it!

The whole show was worthy of a standing ovation. Bravo to Preston and Steve! This fan
can't wait for the next show.
